To give a short overview about the whole topic “flooding”, Prof. Luca Lanza  of the University of Genoa presented some experiences with 
recent floods and introduced some of the main (hydraulic) characteristics parameters to the audience. 
 
 
 



Dr. van der Goes  remarked that it is rather simple to do a good deal of protection with some very basic actions. He advised the group to 
“keep things very simple in order to get something going”. It is necessary to “do the thinking in advance”. Normally “people start thinking, 
when the hazard occurs”.  
 



Mr. Frenzel  gave a very broad overview about the 2002 flood events and their impact on the historic city and its surroundings. He 
introduced a system of protection, which is going to be installed at the river line of Dresden and consists partly of fixed elements 
(extension of existing walls) or mobile elements. Various additional measures to protect the city from future floods were also explained. 
 
 



Tomas Drdacky introduced the Noah´s Ark project, which is embedded in FP6 of the European Framework Programmes. It is very closely 
related with the CHEF project and a lot of synergies could be evolved between the two projects. 
 
 
 
 
 



Mr. Kühl  presented the ELLA project, in which transnational strategies for flood management measures have been developed by a large 
number of institutions, which are associated with the Elbe river basin and other flood prone regions. 
 
 



Mr. Herzan  gave a presentation about historic and recent floods in Trebic, a world heritage site in the Czech Republic. He compared 
earlier flood events with recent flooding and demonstrated the suitability of countermeasures (reconstruction of weirs, extension of city 
wall) on the flood impact. Fixed and mobile protection measures were shown, which will protect the historic city against 20 year and 100 
year flood. 
 
 
 



Mr. Majcen Tomaz  gave an overview about the flood risk situation in Slovenia and compared historic and recent floods and their impact 
on the city of Lasko. He showed some examples of historic buildings and monuments in the city and demonstrated the measures, which 
have been taken for their protection. 
 
 



Mr. Durovic  showed several examples of archives, which were affected during the 2020 flood in Prague and gave an overview about the 
occurred damage. He then explained the handling of the archive material during cleaning and freezing process and displayed the amount 
of frozen records of the most damaged institutions. The studies about the effect of drying methods were presented and a comparison of 
different methods and their evaluation was given. The disinfection and conservation of documents was explained. 
 
 



Prof. Will´s  presentation has shown the conflict between technical flood protection and the issues of Cultural Heritage preservation. The 
presentation has displayed several options of countermeasures against flooding in Grimma. Technical applicable solutions might have the 
highest degree of protection, but will not correspond with the historic value of the heritage buildings at the river line. In Grimma the pre-
warning time is only 10h, therefore it is not possible to rely on mobile protection systems as it is possible in other cities.
